James Miller Wilson, M.D.
Patient and Family 
Respite Room
On June 2, the hospital dedicated the James Miller Wilson M.D.
Patient and Family Respite Room. This room, located on the hospital’s
fifth floor and adjacent to the C5 inpatient unit, is named in honor of
the late James Miller Wilson, M.D., and was made possible with a 
generous donation from Sylvia Wilson Lucas.  

Dr. Wilson served as a physician at the hospital, and practiced internal medicine
at the Grove Hill Medical Center in Ne w Britain for 22 years. During his tenure as a
physician at New Britain General Hospital, he was honored for his dedication and
commitment when he became the first private physician to be elected in his o wn
right to the hospital’s Board of Directors. S adly, Dr. Wilson passed away in 1986,
shortly after this appointment.  

Family, former colleagues, hospital staff and friends gathered for the dedication of
this room. The room reflects the care and commitment Dr . Wilson had for his patients,
and carries forward his legacy and desire to provide a quiet space of peace and
comfort for patients and families facing a serious illness.  
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I t was 20 years ago, but Re v. Thomas A. Mills Jr., remembers well his
first sermon as a Methodist minister at Christ C ME Church in

Waterbury. He read from the Book of James, Chapter 2.
“I talked about service and serving the word of God,” Mills s aid. “I

talked about living out our faith in a way that significantly changes where
you are and the people around you. It was a good sermon for a 1 7-year-
old,” he recalls.

That message of service parallels many of Mills’ o wn roles as pastor
at McCullough Temple in New Britain, as a probation officer, and no w as
a Hospital of Central Connecticut board member .

“I knew early on when I was a little boy that I wanted to be a minis-
ter,” says Mills, who grew up in Waterbury and now lives with his wife
and their three daughters in Middleto wn. “My parents used to tell me
that when I was a baby I used to pray for people.”

Senior pastor at McCullough Temple since 2003, Mills is currently in
the cooperative master of divinity program at Har tford Seminary part-
time. He also works full-time as an adult probation officer for the State
of Connecticut, counseling offenders toward positive changes to help
“them understand that they have to make the decision to better their
lives,” he says.

“It’s a tough job but it’s re warding,” notes Mills, who graduated from
Providence College with a bachelor’s degree in social work and political
science, and hopes to minister full-time within the ne xt 10 years. “I wish I
could do it now,” he adds.

Every Sunday at 10 a.m., Mills delivers a spiritual mess age at the
Chapman Street Church where he ministers to about 25 0 parishioners.
The service also includes weekly offerings, some of which have gone
toward a $3,000 gift to the hospital’s George Bray C ancer Center, which
provides comprehensive care for varied cancers. 

Mills says the congregation, which has lost members to cancer, is
very supportive of the gift’s earmarking to the cancer center . “We have a
responsibility and an obligation to share with others,” s ays Mills.
“Through giving of our time, volunteering, ser ving the less for tunate, giv-
ing of our financial resources. The most impor tant way is to do for oth -
ers, for people that may ne ver be able to do any thing for you. That’s
what giving is all about. The y may never be able to say ‘thank you.’”

“I wish that more people would give to the hospital and realize it’s
a worthy cause,” says Mills, who considers it a great honor to be on
the board of The Hospital of Central Connecticut, where he hopes to
also lend a spiritual dimension. “The Hospital of Central Connecticut is
our hospital and if it’s going to be the best hospital we have to make
some sacrifice.”

A Tribute to Dr. George H. Bray
September 8, 1922 – May 21, 2010

The Hospital of Central
Connecticut sadly marked
the passing of Dr. George
Bray, who passed away
this past spring.   

Dr. Bray was a
respected surgeon for

35 years and served as chief of New Britain
General Hospital’s medical staff. He steadfastly
believed that ‘hope lives eternal’ in all of us,
and the power of a positive attitude, combined
with compassion and encouragement could
have a major impact on the physical and emo-
tional recovery of patients facing a serious ill-
nesses. Having been diagnosed with cancer
himself, he was a living e xample of the mes-
sage he proclaimed, and ser ved as an inspira-
tion to his patients and colleagues.   

In 1992 the hospital dedicated The George
Bray Cancer Center in honor of Dr. Bray — a
man whose philosophy of caring for patients is
emulated still today by every member of the
Center’s staff.  

Today, The George Bray Cancer Center has
evolved into a state-of-the-ar t Center committed
to providing the highest standards of care and
compassion to patients though diagnosis, treat-
ment, cure, and prevention of cancer, while
promoting community outreach, education

and research.  
Philanthropy has always

remained an integral par t of
The George Bray Cancer
Center. Over $6 million in
donations have been received
to support cancer programs,
patient care services and
clinical research since the
GBCC opened its doors.
Future gifts will play a criti-
cal role as the Hospital
embarks on an ambitious
plan to create a premiere
cancer facility which will
allow us to advance patient
care treatment options and

Hospital receives $7,500 grant
for asthma initiative
The TD Charitable Foundation has awarded The
Hospital of Central Connecticut a $7,5 00 grant
for its New Britain Asthma Initiative (NBAI),
which helps children and parents better under-
stand and manage children’s asthma. 

The grant will help pay for a variety of initia-
tive services, including education for par ticipat-
ing families; tools parents can use to help
manage their child’s asthma; and mentoring to
ensure families can recognize asthma symptoms
and learn to keep a child’s asthma under control.

“The
Foundation’s generous grant will help the N BAI
give children with asthma and their families the
support they need to manage their asthma
appropriately.”

The NBAI is a case management program
that is free and open to any child 18 or
younger. Only a referral from the child’s pri-
mary care physician is required.

More than 22 million Americans have asth-
ma, a chronic affliction of the air ways in the

lungs that can cause gasping, coughing or
wheezing. Nationwide, about seven million
asthma sufferers are under 18. 

Children’s Charities Tennis Classic
The 31st Annual Children’s Charities Tennis
Classic was held August 13–15 at Walnut Hill
Park. The event raises funds for the Pediatric
Child-Life programs at The Hospital of Central
Connecticut. Over the last three decades of the
event’s existence, more than $110,000 has been
raised. This year’s event raised a record $7,500
to purchase items such as toys, games, and
books to help make a child’s hospital e xperi-
ence a little easier.        

New this year was “The Mayor’s Challenge”
tennis match between Tim Stewart and Adam
Salina, the mayors of New Britain and Berlin.
The two graciously agreed to play a one-set
match to support the tournament and ultimate-
ly benefit children in the region during their
hospital stay. 

HCC awarded $60,000 in grants by
Connecticut Breast Health Initiative
The Hospital of Central Connecticut (H CC)
has been awarded two grants totaling $6 0,000
from the Connecticut Breast Health Initiative,
Inc. (CT BHI, Inc.) toward breast cancer educa-
tion and research.

A $20,000 grant will suppor t the hospital’s
breast cancer program educational initiatives.
These include survivorship workshops, manu-
als for patients with breast cancer, and com-

munity education about breast health and
breast cancer.

The $40,000 research grant will
be used for a study to compare the
findings of breast specific gamma
imaging (BSGI), MRI and ultrasound
used in the evaluation of high-risk
patients with dense breasts. HCC
radiologist Jean Weigert, M.D., will be
the principal investigator. Weigert
conducted a previous award-winning
study that showed measurable value
of a BSGI test over ultrasound in
detecting breast cancer as a follo w-
up to a mammogram.

“We thank the Connecticut
Breast Health Initiative for their continuing sup -
port of our outreach programs for our patients
and the community, and for their suppor ting
our research efforts,” says James Massi, M.D.,
chief of Surgery.

These grants follow a $15,000 education
grant in 2009 from CT BHI, Inc. toward patient
education. The new grants’ project titles are
“The Breast Health Navigation Program” and
“Mammography Comparison using BSGI,
Whole Breast USG (ultrasonography), and
Breast MRI in High-Risk Patients.”

Last year, HCC launched its breast cancer
program, which includes a breast nurse navigator

and weekly breast conference meetings. H CC
Nurse Navigator Donna Boehm, R.N., M.S.N.,
M.P.H., guides patients through the healthcare
system from diagnosis through treatment.

Staff with The Hospital of Central Connecticut’s Dialysis Unit under-
stand that to patients, the small comfor ts mean a lot. A warm

blanket, a good movie or a small gift around the holidays can make
treatments a lot more pleasant. 

That’s important, because dialysis
patients spend up to 13 hours a week
in treatment. Dialysis is the process of
removing impurities or wastes from
the blood when the k idneys are not
functioning properly or have failed. 

“We spend a lot of time with
our patients, and we really get to
know them,” says Andrea Fiori-
Brandl, M.S.N., R.N., Dialysis Unit
director. “We try to do what we
can to brighten up their lives.”

According to Bob Mayer and
his family, Dialysis Unit staff do
that and more. Mayer’s father,
William, was diagnosed with kidney disease in 1993. For seven years
he underwent dialysis — first at home, then at the former Ne w Britain
General Hospital (now The Hospital of Central Connecticut). Bob Mayer
says dialysis gave his father “another se ven years of quality life.” 

That’s why, for the past 10 years, Bob Mayer and his family have
donated some of the proceeds from the Annual Berlin VF W Scalise-
Mayer Memorial Golf Tournament to the hospital’s Dialysis Unit. The
tournament is named for the late William Mayer and his brother-in-
law, William Scalise, lifelong Berlin residents.

Over the years, Dialysis has received $42,8 00 from the tourna-
ment and used funds to purchase items to enhance patient comfor t.
Funds also pay for education programs; a blanket and a bag for each
patient; and an annual holiday par ty for patients.

“These are things we wouldn’t be able to provide without the
donations,” says Ann Marie Faucher, B.S.N., R.N., Dialysis Unit
clinical manager. 

“We certainly appreciate everything the Scalise and Mayer fami-
lies have done for us over the years,” Fiori-Brandl adds. 

It’s appropriate that donations in William Mayer’s and William
Scalise’s names are helping those in need — something the two men
did throughout their lives. Mayer belonged to the Berlin Lions Club
and chaired the club’s Boys and Girls Committee. He was involved in
the Boy Scouts of America for over 5 0 years, and belonged to the
Berlin High School Athletic Boosters and the Berlin High School Band
Parents Association. He died in January 2000. 

Scalise was a longtime Berlin police officer who rose through the

ranks to become chief. He also belonged to the Berlin Lions Club
and the Berlin High School Athletic Boosters, along with se veral other
civic organizations. Scalise died of a hear t attack in 1988 while clear-
ing ground for the site of the VF W Hall in Berlin. He was a former

post commander of the Berlin VF W,
of which Mayer was also a member . 

The Berlin VFW ran the annual
Berlin golf tournament for 15 years
until it got to be too much work. In
2001 the Mayer and Scalise families
began running the tournament, with
Bob Mayer serving as coordinator, and
Michael Mayer, Willie McCormack, Jeff
Hebert, John Scalise and Tom Scalise
serving on the tournament committee.
The VFW continues to help, also. 

About 200 golfers played in the
24th annual tournament Aug. 11 at
Timberlin Golf Club in Kensing ton. The

event annually raises $10,000 to $15,000, which is distributed to se v-
eral charities besides the hospital’s Dialysis Unit. Tournament funds
go to scholarships in Scalise’s and Mayer’s names awarded to Berlin
High School students; the Berlin VF W Scholarship Fund; and the
Michael J. Fox Foundation for Parkinson’s Research. Additional dona -
tions are often made to other charities; last year $1 ,000 went to the
Petit Family Foundation.

“Our goal every year is to make as much mone y as possible and
give every single cent away,” Bob Mayer s ays. “We really believe in
what we’re doing.”

The Mayer and Scalise families call the tournament “a labor
of love” that garners substantial suppor t in the community and
statewide. The Hospital of Central Connecticut and its Dialysis
Department are sponsors; and numerous other area businesses ,
organizations and individuals sponsor the tournament or donate
raffle prizes.

For Bob Mayer and his family, the e vent is a great way to honor the
memory of two extraordinary men and give back to the community .
That community includes staff with The Hospital of Central Connecticut’s
Dialysis Unit, the patients they care for and the patients’ loved ones.

Medicine residency program 
accredited
Earlier this year, the University of Connecticut
(UCONN) Primary Care Internal Medicine
Residency Program, which includes rotation at
The Hospital of Central Connecticut (H CC), was
granted five-year reaccreditation, the longest
possible accreditation cycle. Residency program
director Thomas J. Lane, M.D., FACP, also HCC
director, Division of General Medicine and
Geriatrics, and Medical Education, coordinated
UCONN’s accreditation preparation. Currently,
HCC has about 25 primar y care internal medi-
cine residents on site.

Hartford. HCC also participates in UCONN
School of Medicine residency programs for
obstetrics and gynecology, otolaryngology,
and general surgery.

Hospital of Central Connecticut
stroke program receives award

In recognition of its high quality stroke care,
The Hospital of Central Connecticut (H CC) has
received a Silver Plus Performance Achievement
Award through participation in Get With The
Guidelines®, an American Hear t Association/
American Stroke Association quality improve-
ment program for hospitals that focuses on
stroke treatment. 

The award signifies HCC demonstrated
12 consecutive months of e xcellence in follow-
ing patient care treatment guidelines for its
stroke patients. The hospital’s achievement is
recognized in an adver tisement in the August
“America’s Best Hospitals” issue of U.S. News

and World Report magazine. 
“We are delighted that The Hospital of

Central Connecticut has received national
recognition for exemplary care of stroke
patients,” says Michael R. Grey, M.D., M.P.H.,
FACP, chief of Medicine. “This has been a true
team effort combining the skills and dedication
of our nurses, our physicians, our rehabilitation
staff, and many others in the interdisciplinar y
care of this group of patients.” 

In 2007, the hospital joined Get With The
Guidelines, which offers a Web-based system
to regularly measure and evaluate its stroke
patients’ treatment. HCC is one of over 1,400
hospitals participating in the program. 

HCC neurologist and Stroke Center medical
director Timothy Parsons, M.D., notes that in
addition to helping the hospital focus on tasks
that help to differentiate its center’s care to ward
optimal stroke recovery and prevention, the
Get With The Guidelines program also com-
pares HCC’s task performance to that of other
participating hospitals. 

Last year, the Joint Commission awarded
HCC advanced certification as a Primary Stroke
Center. In 2008, the hospital was also designated
a Primary Stroke Center by the Connecticut
Department of Public Health. 

The hospital’s Stroke Center treats patients
who have had strokes and T IAs (transient
ischemic attacks). It also provides education
for hospital inpatients and the community on
stroke prevention via identifying risk factors,
including smoking and conditions like high
blood pressure, diabetes and hear t and artery
disease, age, family history of stroke, gender
and prior stroke, hear t attack or TIA. 

The American Stroke Association estimates
that about 795,000 Americans annually suffer a
new or recurrent stroke. Stroke kills more than
137,000 people a year, and is the third leading
cause of death. Stroke symptoms include
numbness or weakness of the face, arm or leg
(especially on one side of the body); sudden
confusion, trouble speaking or understanding;
sudden trouble seeing; sudden dizziness, loss
of balance or coordination; and sudden se vere
headache with no known cause.
